English—Reading

Reading is a vital part of each child’s
learning and we encourage your child to
read a wide variety of reading material in
school and at home. During our reading
time, we be listening to a range of fiction
and non-fiction texts. The children will
develop their comprehension skills and
will be writing answers to questions based
upon the stories we have read or had read
to us. The children will learn what
inference and retrieval skills are and how
to answers questions using these skills.

Science

We will be focusing on materials, learning
to distinguish between objects and the
materials they are made from, including
some properties. We will be carrying out
experiments to support the children’s
understanding of these properties. The
children will be learning about ways they
can help to look after the planet. This will
include how materials are recycled and we
will be making our own paper from
recycled products. We will be conducting a
litter pick and talking about the effect of
waste on the planet.
